Your Student Visa 



Student Visa 
 Non-Immigrant ED  

Educational/ student 



You usually get a 3 months visa on arrival 

From the airport immigration officer 

EX : Arrival date: 18 April, 2012 

Expiration date: 16 July, 2012 

1 month before your expiration date 

(mid-June here) 

contact Student Affairs to get your 

visa documents prepared 

How to read my visa stamps  

you will get a 6 or 12 months visa 

extension according to your student 

status. 

 Expiration date:18 Jan 2013 

You will get it from Immigration 

Division1 Office 



How to extend your Student Visa 

 Be aware of the expiration date ! 

 

 Contact Student Affairs at least a month before it expires and bring: 

 

1. Your passport 

2. The Registration Receipt if you are a Visiting student (Financial Office 1st  
floor, Building 9) 

3. Your last Transcript if you were here last semester (Record Office 1st  floor, 
Building 2) 

4. Get and fill in the visa application form available at office. 

 

…Allow 2 weeks of process… 

 

 Come back 2 weeks later to pick up your visa documents so you can go to 
immigration

You could be banned from re-entering the country as follows; 

20,000 baht 



Your student visa has been cancelled or you arrived on a 

tourist visa ?  

CHANGE YOUR VISA STATUS ! 

You got a visa for 30 or 90 days on arrival 

Inform us and give 

passport to Student 

Affairs ASAP 

Go to immigration to submit your student 

visa documents at least 15 days before 

expiration date 

Leave Thailand to renew visa if you 

have less than 15 days 

On land border transit 

(15 days visa) 

Airport transit visa 

(30 days visa) 



Your 2nd duty: 

Your 90-Day Report 



You are required by Thai Immigration to report your current 

address every 90 days. 

 

 Submit a report form within 15 days before or 7 days after the 

expiration date with your rental contract.  

 

 However, if you leave Thailand anytime during the 90-day period, 

then the day count will restart from 1 upon your re-entry into 

Thailand. 

Procedure and notification: 

•You make the notification in person, or 

•You authorize another person to make the notification 

90-DAY REPORT 

In case of 

failure: 2000 

baht fine

Your 3rd duty: 

Your Re-entry Permit 



If you plan to travel outside Thailand DURING your visa period, you 
will need to get a Re-Entry permit or you might loose your current visa ! 

Submit directly to the immigration office before leaving Thailand the 

following: 

 

1. A completed TM-8 form  

 

2. The correct fee : 1000 Baht for single or 3 800 Baht for multiple 

 

3. A 2-inch photo 

 

4. Photocopy of passport (main page and latest entry stamp)

expires 

 Documents Required For the Extension 
of Non-Immigrant Visas 
 For Graduate Students: 

 1. A copy of current semester tuition fee receipt  

 ***The receipt can be used for early registration by 
brining it to your major coordinator** 

 2. A photocopy passport (all pages with immigration 
stamps) 

 3. Bangkok University official transcript (request from 
record office) 

 4. A photocopy of Undergraduate degree transcript 

 5. A photocopy of Bangkok University application 
form 

 6. 1 photo (2” x 2”) 

 7. Housing Contract or Resident Report from your 
landlord.
